This template is provided for your convenience and should be flexible enough to cover most events. A properly completed risk assessment can be used as evidence in any insurance claim in the unlikely event of an accident or mishap during your activities.
STEM Ambassadors, please note that you are not covered by ICE’s Public Liability insurance unless you inform your regional office of the details of the event you will be active at in advance of the event (we suggest a working week). Sending your regional office a completed risk assessment when doing this is recommended (ice.org.uk/nearyou).
ICE members who are not registered as STEM Ambassadors should gain approval of their employer or place of study in order to obtain public liability insurance coverage. 
This risk assessment is designed to cover one-off events only and should be recreated for all subsequent activities.
