Order ICE merchandise 
• Your student ambassador badge and ICE branded merchandise.  
• Order ICE student membership and careers guide flyers from our membership resources hub. 

Note: there may be merchandise already available from previous years stored at your university

Organise a pop-up stall at your university to promote ICE student membership and activities, distribute 
ICE merchandise and answer questions about the ICE from other students.

5 Join the student ambassador WhatsApp group.

Ensure monthly slides are sent by your ICE regional communication executive (column M on contact 
sheet). If possible, these should be displayed on screens at your university. Promote the events 
included in the slides on social media.

Follow the @ice_universities Instagram and promote the ICE to students at your university using your 
own social media handle or via a specific university handle. You can create your own posts or share 
posts from ICE’s social media channels. 

 
 

8 
Support at ICE events (ICE universities series, regional events) by attending as many as possible, 
promoting and asking questions.

Support ICE student membership recruitment. For example, by providing a short video clip or quote to 
be used on social media (more details to come from ICE). Email ed.horton@ice.org.uk if you would like 
to record a video.
